Instructions

If you are using the Environmental Public Health Performance Standards to assess the performance of your environmental health system as a whole (rather than doing an organizational or program-level assessment), consider using this list to think through the types of stakeholders and partners to join you for the assessment process. Convening a broad-based group will result in a more valuable process as well as a more accurate depiction of how the environmental public health system is performing. If you are unable to manage a large group of partners, consider picking those who most directly contribute to environmental public health services in your state or jurisdiction. These lists are adapted from National Public Health Performance Standards Program material to more specifically meet the needs of an environmental public health systems assessment conducted using the Environmental Public Health Performance Standards (www.cdc.gov/nceh/ehs/envphps).
